CRD Applicant to Combine Performance Space with Live/Work/Play Community in
Old Fourth Ward

With only four months left before 2007 Commercial Revitalization Deduction
(CRD) applications are due in November , the ACoRA staff is reinforcing its
marketing efforts towards developers and business owners who are potential

candidates for the CRD. One such candidate who intends to apply for at least a
$10 million CRD allocation is developer Dillon Baynes. He plans to construct a $20
million mixed-use development in the Old Fourth Ward community.

The project, consisting of five levels, will include the True Colors Theatre
Company (founded by artistic director/producer Kenny Leon), residential units and
retail space. Though Baynes is still in the fundraising stage for the project, he is
supported by an OallstarO board of directors and advisory board including actors
Samuel L. Jackson, Angela Bassett and her husband, Courtney B. Vance;
actress/producer Phylicia Rashad; City of Atlanta Chief Operating Officer Lynette
Young; and WSB-TV News Anchor Monica Pearson.

ACORA Supports Extending Renewal Community through 2015

RC Senior Program Director Lisa Hawkins met with U.S. Congressman  John
Lewis' District Director, Tharon Johnson , to educate the Congressman's staff
on the "Empowerment Zone and Renewal Community  Enhancement  Act of
2006" (Enhancement Act).

To better fulfill the purpose behind Empowerment Zones, Renewal and Enterprise
Communities, a coalition has gathered a set of reforms and refinements to the
existing law that would help achieve the original goals of these designated areas.
These reforms include encouraging businesses to locate in the areas and create

job opportunities for residents.

Ms. Hawkins requested Congressman Lewis co-sponsor the Enhancement Act that
will:

® Extend the Renewal Community designation until December 31, 2015
(instead of December 31, 2009).

® Direct the IRS to report on the usage of the tax wage credits -- in line with
recommendations from the General Accounting Office -- to allow local,
state and federal governments to assess how well these incentives are
working, where they are being utilized and where efforts need to be
improved.

® Change some of the provisions existing laws that have limited the intended
use of some of some tax incentives.

Extension of the Renewal Community initiative is a grassroots effort to improve
and make more effective the existing incentives included in the EZ and RC
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legislation.
